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ST. HABIB GIRGIS
(1876-1951)

Called the “Father of the Coptic Sunday School
Movement.”

Why is he a Saint?
* Dedicated his life to teaching children and
youth the Orthodox faith.
* Founded the Clerical College to train priests
and deacons.
* Wrote books, hymns, and curricula still used
today.
* Lived a life of prayer, humility, and service.

A Miracle:

When his body was found completely
unchanged — a sign of his holiness — this was
discovered and witnessed by Fr. Ibrahim
Abdel-Nour, father of members from our own
congregation.

THE THREE COUNCILS
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Nicaea (325 AD)
Why: Arius denied Christ’s divinity.
Attendance: 318 fathers
Result: Nicene Creed affirmed Christ is fully God.
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Constantinople (381 AD)
Why: Macedonius denied the Holy Spirit’s divinity.
Bishops: 150
Result: Creed expanded to affirm the Holy Spirit
divinity.
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Ephesus (431 AD)
Why: Nestorius separated Christ’s two natures.
Bishops: 200
Result: St. Cyril’s teaching upheld- Jesus is one united
nature — Mary is Theotokos (Mother of God).
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CHALCEDON (451 AD)

At this council, our Church was falsely accused of following
Eutyches (Monophysitism).

What We Believe (Miaphysite):

Christ is perfect in His divinity and perfect in His humanity.
Christ has ONE united nature — fully God and fully man.
The nature of the incarnate Word (St. Cyril).

From our Liturgy:

"Without mingling, without confusion, and without
alteration.”

"Did not separate for a moment or the twinkling of an eye."

What We Do NOT Believe:
Monophysite = Christ has only one nature (divine absorbed
human). This is NOT our belief.

Mia = united one
Mono = only one

St. Dioscorus was exiled for defending the true faith. Today,
the dialogue continues between our Oriental and Eastern
Orthodox Churches.
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
